Genesis 3: 8 - 15

They heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden at the
time of the evening breeze, and the man and his wife hid themselves from
the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the garden. But the
LORD God called to the man, and said to him, ‘Where are you?’ He said, ‘|
heard the sound of you in the garden, and | was afraid, because | was
naked; and | hid myself.”

Saint Columba of lona (521 — 9th June 597),
also known as Colum Cille (meaning Dove of
the church), introduced Christianity to the
Kingdom of the Picts. He was one of the
Twelve Apostles of Ireland. In 563 he was
granted land on the island of lona which
became the centre of his evangelising
mission. He worked to turn his monastery at
lona into a school for missionaries. He was a
renowned man of letters, having written
several hymns and being credited with
having transcribed 300 books. He died on
lona and was buried in the abbey he created.

2 Corinthians 4: 13 -5:1

So then, brothers and sisters, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live
according to the flesh — for if you live according to the flesh, you will die;
but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live.
For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. For you did
not receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received
a spirit of adoption. When we cry, ‘Abba! Father!’ it is that very Spirit
bearing witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children,
then heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ — if, in fact, we suffer
with him so that we may also be glorified with him.

Mark 3: 20 - 35

The crowd came together again, so that Jesus and his disciples could
not even eat. When his family heard it, they went out to restrain him, for
people were saying, ‘He has gone out of his mind.” And the scribes who
came down from Jerusalem said, ‘He has Beelzebul, and by the ruler of
the demons he casts out demons.” And he called them to him, and spoke
tothem in parables, ‘How can Satan cast out Satan? If a kingdom is divided
against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. And if a house is divided against
itself, that house will not be able to stand. And if Satan has risen up against
himself and is divided, he cannot stand, but his end has come. But no one
can enter a strong man’s house and plunder his property without first
tying up the strong man; then indeed the house can be plundered.

‘“Truly | tell you, people will be forgiven for their sins and whatever
blasphemies they utter; but whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit
can never have forgiveness, but is guilty of an eternal sin’— for they had
said, ‘He has an unclean spirit.’

Then his mother and his brothers came; and standing outside, they
sent to him and called him. A crowd was sitting around him; and they said
to him, ‘Your mother and your brothers and sisters are outside, asking for
you.” And he replied, ‘Who are my mother and my brothers?’ And looking
at those who sat around him, he said, ‘Here are my mother and my
brothers! Whoever does the will of God is my brother and sister and
mother.’
